Large O mintmark (photo), no ray inside the
mintmark
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Small lumps between the rays above the
eagle’s head (photo)

Clash in the shield’s lower right and beneath
the eagle’s right wing

This is the only use of this obverse die and first use of this reverse die.
This die marriage was discovered by Brian Greer.
