Albert Gallatin Avenue. Dennis Fortier will host the Club table and present an educational program
on the 1861-O Half Dollar.

April has been a busy month for the Regional team. From New England to Georgia to Illinois and
back to New England.

April 7-8 saw North East Regional Director Joe Casazza and John Frost hosting the Club table and
meeting. John displayed Lane Brunner’s Double-Dime collection for an amazed New England
audience. John’s talk at the meeting was based on that display. Here is John’s report: ”April 7 and 8
found us in Manchester, NH for the twice-yearly NH Coin & Currency Expo. Attendance
this spring was the heaviest in years, as people are once again flocking to shows in large
numbers.

Our exhibit featured the double dimes collection of the late Lane Brunner. In addition

to stacks of 20-cent pieces from his reference collection, mint errors and trays of unique
exonumia were on display, including three trays of love tokens and counterstamps, and a tray
of cuff links, buttons, and pins, all made from 20-cent pieces. Additional chains, bracelets,
and fobs were also of special interest. The only visitors that were disappointed were those
who really wanted to purchase some of these rare items. John was able to tell them that
many of them would be featured in a future edition of the Double Dimes book.

As usual, the table was paired with the BCCS, who displayed some plasters attributed to
Charles Barber, along with medals and patterns from the Barber estate. Each club signed up
one new member, in addition to interacting with a number locals who had already joined the
clubs in the past 10+ years that we have been doing this show. Some photos of the exhibit
are shown on the next couple of pages.”

Christian Gobrecht’s influence as the Chief Engraver of the U.S. Mint (1840-1844) cannot be
understated. As the designer of the Gobrecht Dollar and the Liberty Seated series of coinage, his
designs stood the test of time for almost fifty years after his death. From Half Dimes, Dimes,
Quarters, Half Dollars, and Dollars, it can be argued that this series of coinage represents some of the
most artistic and beautiful ever produced.

As a member of the Liberty Seated Collectors Club, I along with many like-minded Liberty Seated
enthusiasts, celebrate this series and the man through the Club’s publications; The Gobrecht Journal
and the monthly online E-Gobrecht. Both publications are created by passionate members who
provide and share their knowledge, and vast research.

Collectors have a variety of reasons why and what they collect. In my case, the early and
unprecedented growth of the United States pre-Civil War peaks my interest. It was during this time
period in our history that there was a tremendous need for silver coinage that could compete with the

Spanish Dollar, the leading coin in commerce at the time. Chirstian Gobrecht’s coin designs filled
this need.

The Gobrecht Dollar (1836-1839), actually a pattern that evolved into the Liberty Seated Silver
Dollar which was minted from 1840 to 1873. Produced at the Philadelphia, New Otleans, San
Francisco and the famed Carson City mints, its use continued through the Civil War and beyond.
Researchers believe that the majority of Liberty Seated Silver Dollars found their way to the Orient
for use in Commerce and Trade, their intended purpose. Surviving examples are highly desirable and
broadly collected. Survival rates are miniscule for most dates. It is interesting to note that of all dates
and mints together amount to approximately 6.5 million pieces. Compare those numbers to the
mintage of a single 1881-S Morgan dollar at over 12.5 million.

I'love the Gobrecht Dollar and the Liberty Seated Silver Dollars that followed. It has been my good
fortune as an adult to have the opportunity to be able to add this coin to my collection, which would
have only been a dream as a youthful collector.

This and That for May

Congratulations to Craig Eberhart for his publication of “New Orleans Transitional Coins” in the
May issue of The Numismatist. Craig scored a full spread on the front cover of the magazine, a
nice piece of advertising for Liberty Seated coins in general. Craig’s article documents the six
known transitional issues that demonstrate the use of old dies within the New Otrleans Mint. The
1840-O With Drapery Large-O quarter, for example, used a new With Drapery obverse die com-
bined with a reverse die used on the earlier No Drapery coinage. All total, there are one half dime,
two dimes, a quarter dollar, and two half dollars that fall in the “transitional” category. The two
half dollar varieties, 1840-O WB-4 and WB-12, are particularly noteworthy as the reverse dies,
shipped earlier, were originally intended for use with Bust half dollars. The Bust halves, of course,
featured the mintmark on the obverse, so as a result the WB-4 and WB-12 varieties bear no
mintmarks, even though struck in New Orleans. Such anomalies appeal to a wide range of collec-
tors apart from those focused exclusively on Seated half dollar varieties.

A big thanks is due to Heritage Auctions for sponsoring the catering at our 50th Anniversary
Open House, which will be held at the ANA convention on Friday, August 11 at 3pm at the
Lawrence Convention Center in Pittsburgh. Heritage has handled some of the all-time great
Liberty Seated collections in recent years, including Kaufman, Newman, Gardner, and Bender.
We hope to see many of you at the open house. On the subject of major auction houses, congrats
are due to Stack’s Bowers for their recent offering of the James A. Millholland collection. Millhol-
land (1842-1911), like many 19th century collectors, assembled proof runs of the current coinage.
Remarkably, the collection was preserved together for over a century before the Stack’s Bowers
March sale. Stack’s Bowers described the group as “approximately 550 coins, many of which are
beautifully toned from more than 100 years in a custom-built wooden cabinet.” Highlights
included this spectacularly toned 1865 PCGS PR66+ CAC- approved leerty Seated dollar, which
sold for $38,400. B

The Lane Brunner reference set of twenty-cent pieces was on exhibit at the recent Baltimore show,
and a big thanks to John Frost for making this happen. I'm still trying to get my arms around this
group — it is safe to say that Lane’s collection constitutes the largest and most important set of
twenty-cent die varieties ever formed. The Baltimore exhibit thus represented many decades of
doggedly hunting for anything related to the twenty-cent series. Some of the varieties in the series
were represented by an entire roll of examples. Rolls of anything in the Liberty Seated series are
frequently rumored and much less often actually seen. John Frost will be carefully studying and
documenting this once-in-a-lifetime collection, which we expect will represent a combination of

both fun and hard work.

Through the courtesy of Florida United Numismatists (FUN), a couple presentations from the
January 2023 FUN show in Orlando are now available online. Gerry Fortin speaks on

Coin World recently established a U.S. Rare Coin Market Index, with the index level based on one
hundred selected U.S. coins. The idea is to pick a cross-section of collectible coins across the U.S.
series that together will reflect the overall market. Liberty Seated selections include:

1872-CC 10c VF35
1879 10c MS66

1884 25¢ PR66

This is not an easy list to put together. While it is true that common dates trade the most frequently,
and thus more accurately reflect actual market activity, I'd like to see scarcer issues on this list. The
1872-CC 10c is certainly a challenging coin, but rarity exerts a strong influence among Liberty Seated
collectors and I am not sure that is completely captured here. Within the LSCC, there is additionally a
focus on collector grade pieces, only two of which appear on this list. Distilling the overall strength of

the

market into a single number is akin to scoring intelligence via an 1Q) test — there is a ton of nuance

that goes into the topline number, and collectors will use this index as a starting point before digging
dCCpCf.
